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If you need to move because your household is overcrowded, one
document from each of the following categories must be provided
with your completed housing options assessment form:

*  Proof of identity for all members of your household listed on
your application (birth/adoption certificate; passport; photo
driving licence; employee/student/ HM forces/proof of age
photo ID card; EU identity card; approved immigration status
document)

*  Proof of national insurance number for all members of your
household who are aged 16 or over (national insurance card;
pay advice or income tax statement)

*  Proof of residence at your current address (gas/electricity/
council tax bill; tenancy or licence agreement; benefits agency
award letter or payment book); driving licence; bank/credit card/
mail order account statement)

« If applicable, proof of pregnancy/responsibility for children
(EDC certificate or proof of pregnancy from Information Shop;
residence order or child benefit award letter; confirmation of
arrangements from solicitor or other parent/guardian)

It will not be possible to progress your application until this
information has been provided.

If you are lacking one bedroom, you will be placed in Band C of the
waiting list. If you are lacking two bedrooms, you will be placed in
Band B of the waiting list and, if statutory overcrowding is confirmed
by the Council’'s Environmental Health Department, you will be
placed in Band A.

Horsham District Council does not own any social rented housing
but refers applicants to registered partners (housing associations)
when they come to the top of the list for housing. Social rented
accommodation is an extremely scarce resource in Horsham
District and people are increasingly having to look to the private
sector for accommodation to meet their needs.

Due to the extremely high level of demand, applicants in Band

C of the waiting list are unlikely to be offered social rented
accommodation. Applicants in Bands A and B of the waiting list are
likely to wait a considerable period of time before they are offered
social rented accommodation.

However, the Council does have an options scheme which may
be able to assist you with the start up costs of a new tenancy. For
more information on this scheme, please see the Housing Options
leaflet.

If you are single and under 25 years of age, have a local
connection with Horsham and would like to live at Horsham Y
Centre, please ask a Housing Officer for an application form.

If you are single and under 35 years of age, renting a room in a
shared house may be your only option. Using an internet search
engine to explore the current rental market in Horsham, Crawley,
Worthing and coastal towns will give you a realistic idea of what is
available.
