If you need to move because your relationship with your 
partner has broken down, one document from each of the 
following categories must be provided with your completed 
housing options assessment form:

•	 Proof of identity for all members of your household 
listed on your application (birth/adoption certificate; 
passport; photo driving licence; employee/student/ 
HM forces/proof of age photo ID card; EU identity 
card; approved immigration status document)

•	 Proof of national insurance number for all members 
of your household who are aged 16 or over (national 
insurance card; pay advice or income tax statement)

•	 Proof of residence at your current address (gas/
electricity/council tax bill; tenancy or licence 
agreement; benefits agency award letter or payment 
book); driving licence; bank/credit card/mail order 
account statement)

•	 Proof of pregnancy/responsibility for children (EDC 
certificate or proof of pregnancy from Information 
Shop; residence order or child benefit award letter; 
confirmation of arrangements from solicitor or other 
parent/guardian)

It will not be possible to progress your application 
until this information has been provided.

If you are a joint owner or tenant of a property, have 
marital rights or a financial interest in a property, you 
should take legal advice on what your rights are before 
moving out.  Failure to seek and follow advice may result 
in lower priority on the waiting list.  If you live in social 
housing and have dependent children, it is recommended 
that the parent in receipt of child benefit and with majority 
care of the children remains in the family home.

Following assessment by a Housing Officer, if you are 
found to be in housing need but are not in a priority 
category for housing, you will be placed in Band C of the 
waiting list.  If you are in housing need and in a priority 
category for housing, you will be placed in Band B of the 
waiting list.
